Upon receipt overseas, the T-shirts are then traded amongst units and personnel in an
effort for them to “find a piece of home’. This year, due to medical problems, Liz is unable to make the
nationwide trip and the campaign will be greatly affected. Fairfax County Professional Fire Fighters &
Paramedics coordinated this drive in an attempt to keep the campaign alive and show our deployed brothers
and sisters that they are still in our thoughts and prayers. Fire and police apparatus from around the area will
be on display as well as the personnel who staff them every day. Liz Jackson will also be attending.

“HeroToHero is not about pro-war, anti-war or war at all! HeroToHero is about troop morale,” organizer Liz
Jackson says. “The photographs that come back from the troops that receive the shirts speak volumes.”
